▪ Garages will not be renovated. 
▪ Water will be shut off in a townhome when 

replacing the bathtub and water heater. 
 

Looking Ahead 
▪ There is still a materials delay for the window 

installations. 
o Stay tuned for notices regarding unit entry. 
o Vacant units will be the first to get windows. 
o Once installation begins, each unit is 

expected to take under one day. Moving is 
not necessary. 

▪ Shelter and Canvas Health offices will move to 
their final areas starting the week of February 
23. 

 
Notes and Reminders 
▪ As site work continues, please use caution when 

entering and exiting the site. 
o Machinery is in use. Snow and ice are 

present outside. 
▪ HOU has moved to the Community Room. 
▪ Bottled drinking water is available for residents 

whose units are currently under construction.

All Details and Dates are Subject to Change 
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Packing and Handling  
Personal Items and Pets 
▪ You are responsible for packing smaller items. 
▪ Frerichs will supply boxes and packing 

materials.  
▪ Contact HOU for: 

o Packing materials before your two-week 
notice.  

o Packing assistance. 
o Extra temporary storage for packed items. 

▪ Pack items that are on the closet floor. 
▪ Construction personnel will move packed-up 

items and furniture around in your units as 
construction takes place. 

▪ Items that are wall-mounted, such as TVs, will be 
temporarily removed then reinstalled. 

▪ Kitchens and bathrooms will be operable at the 
end of each renovation day. 

▪ Do not put any items in the Frerichs 
construction materials dumpster.  
o Your trash may be put in Waste 

Management dumpsters. See signs for 
allowed items.  

▪ Pets may stay in your bedroom while crews are 
working elsewhere in the unit; if necessary, we 
will provide a pet carrier.

Local Prizes and Categories
Up to nine local Washington County CDA winners will be selected: 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners in each age
category.

    • Elementary (grades K-5)    • Middle (grades 6-8)     • High school (grades 9-12)
Local winners in each age category:
    • 1st place will receive a $50 Visa gift card; their poster will be sent to the state contest
    • 2nd place winners receive a $35 Visa gift card
    • 3rd place winners receive a $25 Visa gift card

State, Regional, and National Contests
Locally winning posters will be submitted to the state NAHRO chapter, who will then submit winners to the NAHRO
regional council. The regional council will recognize three winners (one from each age group). Those three winners
will then be sent on to the national level. Overall, 12 national winners will be featured in NAHRO’s 2027 What Home
Means to Me calendar. The grand prize winner, whose art is also featured on the calendar cover, will receive a trip to
NAHRO’s Washington conference to meet NAHRO membership and their Congressional offices.
